ABOUT YOU 

 You enjoy working outdoors in a variety of settings. Physical work doesn’t scare you and you’re able to 

carry tent pipes, haul dance floors, climb ladders, and stack chairs.  Ideally, you’ve been in the event 

industry and know how to set up commercial event tents, but you’re a quick learner if that all sounds 

new to you. You’re dependable and committed to the team you work with. Getting paid to get the job 

done correctly and quickly, so you can enjoy your own time after work, sounds better than riding the 

clock.  

WHAT YOU’LL DO 

You’ll work with the Events Director and Events Logistics Manager to fulfill client orders by loading rental 

items from storage and delivering them to event venues.  You’ll carry folding tables, haul stacks of chairs 

with hand-trucks, install event tents, set up stages and dance floors, hang lights and décor…just to name 

a few.  When the party’s over, you and the team will take it all down, return it to the warehouse, unload 

it, clean it, and store it for the next party.  You’ll help keep the warehouse in good shape and assist with 

maintenance and repairs of rental equipment. 

WHEN YOU’LL DO IT 

The nice thing about our role is, we set up the party and we take down the party. But we don’t have to 

work the party. A typical work week begins on Thursday with deliveries through Saturday morning. Then 

we start again on Sunday to pick up rentals and wrap up on Monday. Tuesday and Wednesday are typical 

days off for the delivery team. We often get our day started early, whether it’s to beat the heat in the 

summer, or to take down a party before the next one starts at a public venue. We occasionally need to 



be available in the evenings when venues require after-hours pickups. Our peak season springs to life in 

April and slows down after October.  

ESSENTIAL DUTIES 

• Event Delivery and Installation 

o Load and deliver event rental equipment to event venues 

o Install tents, dance floors, stages, lighting, and décor 

o Set up chairs, tables, and other rental equipment 

• Warehouse Maintenance 

o Properly store rental equipment 

o Maintain and clean rental equipment, to include basic repairs, refinishing, painting, etc. 

o General maintenance of storage area 

REQUIREMENTS 

• High School diploma or equivalent 

• Clear background check (upon conditional offer of employment) 

• Physical requirements: 

o Climbing a ladder 

o Repetitive heavy lifting (75 lbs. or more) 

o Walking/standing for long durations of time 

o Lifting overhead 

o Bending/kneeling 

o Pushing/pulling heavy loads with hand truck 

o Working outdoors in the heat and cold 

o Using basic hand and power tools
